« If your enemy is hungry, feed him, and if he is thirsty, give him a drink.... (Romans 12:20)

Objection: “But | am only treating him as he treated me."

» Do not be overcome by evil, but overcome evil with good. (Romans 12:21)

Objection: “But | am just so upset with her."

Summary

By touching on many aspects of our lives, Paul provides a powerful portrait of the Christian’s life. At the
beginning of Romans 5, Paul started to relate what it means for Christ to live through His people right

now on earth. He continues that here by showing how God’s people live above the world by caring for
others more than themselves.
