Genesis 18:1-21
Who visits Abraham? (look at v. 22, Gen. 19:1, John 8:56)
What is promised?
Why does Sarah laugh?
Do you think some things are too hard for God? If so what?
What promises of God do you need to claim?










Genesis 18:22-33
What does God reveal to Abraham and why?
Does God really need to go see what is going on in Sodom and Gomorrah?
How does Abraham respond to God’s announcement?
How does Abraham seek to persuade God? (see v. 25)
What does this conversation reveal about God’s character?







Genesis 19:1-22
Lot sits at the the city gate, indicating he is a man of importance/wealth.
The men of the city want to have sex with the strangers (“know” is an indirect way of saying this—a euphemism)
How does Lot try to appease the men of Sodom?
What can we learn from Lot’s example about how to (and not to!) deal with sin in the world around us?










Genesis 19:23-29
In what ways are we tempted to “look back” at the world (are there things you feel like you are missing out on to follow Jesus)?




Genesis 19:30-38
What problem do Lot’s daughters have? How do they solve it?
How do you think Lot’s daughters could have found a godly solution to their problem? (do you sometimes think you are compelled to sin by your situation?)
In what ways are we tempted to take matters into our own hands instead of trusting God?
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
